What is KPTC? (Kiwanis Pediatric Trauma Center). There are

three (3) pediatric trauma centers across the New York District that are

sponsored by foundations which are of the New York District of Kiwanis.

Theses centers are part of hospitals in Albany, Buffalo and Long Island.

They specialize in the treatment of childhood trauma by maintaining child-

sized medical equipment, specially trained pediatricians and providing

trauma prevention training for health care professionals. The programs of

our District ' s KPTCs are sponsored by the f
Foundation Boards at each Hospital.

How can you help? There are two major ways that Key

Clubbers can support the Kiwanis Pediatric Trauma Centers.

One way includes educating children about saftey and accident prevention.
