What is Macular Degeneration? 

Macular Degeneration is a retinal 

degenerative disease that caus es a 

progressive loss of central vision.   MD is 

the most common cause of vision loss in 

individuals over 55.   An estimated nine 

million people in the U.S. either have MD 

or are at substantial risk of developing it .

What is Retintis Pigmwentosa? 
 

Retintis pigmwentosa is the name 

given to a group of inherited eye diseases 

that affect the retina. Retinitis pigmentosa 

causes the degene ration of photoreceptor 

cells in the retina. Photoreceptor cells 

capture and process light helping us to see. 

As these cells degenerate and die, patients 

experience progressive vision loss.

× Night blindness 

× Loss of peripheral vision 
× Tunnel vision
